In the event of a tie for a prize position, those competitors with equal scores will be recalled to perform a pattern
of their choice, i.e. competitor may perform a different pattern to the one initially performed.
The pattern performed must be relevant to the competitor’s grade. I.e. a green belt may perform Do-San or Won

Hyo.

Trophies will be awarded for the 1% 2" and joint 3™ positions in all Pattern divisions

Patterns will be judged as follows for all Red and Black Belt students

These patterns divisions will be in the form of a pyramid system. Competitors will be asked
to perform one optional pattern of their choice.
In the final competitors will be required to perform 2 patterns, optional and designated. Designated patterns
will be any pattern from Chon-Ji up to the competitor’s grade

Weight / Height Control
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There will be a weigh-in check on the morning of the event for all senior competitors and all height checks
will be done at beginning of sparring sections at ringside. Please be accurate on the entry form as regards

height and weight, as this will aid in accurate division of the sparring categories.

Rules for Sparring:

Scores are to the head, chest and sides only. No contact is permitted to the back, neck or below the belt.
Competitors shall be designated as red and blue .This will be indicated by appropriately coloured ribbons,
which will be provided for all competitors. This improves clarity for judges and for spectators.

Scores are as follows:
1 point Hand attack directed to mid or high section
Foot attack directed to mid section
Hand attack while in the air directed to mid section

2 points Foot attack directed to high section
Jumping or flying kick directed to mid section
Hand attack while in the air directed to high section

3 points Jumping or flying kick directed to high section
